There are dozens, if not hundreds 

of dog walkers throughout the 

community at all times of the day, 

all days of the week, in all weather 

conditions, who are often 

preoccupied with texting, chatting, 

emailing, and phone calls during 

their neighborhood walks. 

The program trains you how to 

effectively observe and report 

criminal activity. 

How Dog Walker Watch Works 

Those signing up for the program will not 

be bringing in their digs for the session.  

Because of how cell phone technology 

differs from traditionally land line phones, 

there will also be information on how best 

to report suspicious activity when calling
